Further, ail bidders
shall disclose the name of any County employee or relative of a
County employee who owns, directly or indirectly. an inlerest of ten
percent or more in the bidder's firm or any of its branches.

SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS: The County and the sucoessful
bidder each hinds itself and its successors and assigns to the other
pafty in respect to all provisions of this Contract.

This includes material which the responding
bidder might consider to be confidential or a trade secret. Any claim of
confidentiality is waived upon submission, effeclive after opening
pursuant to Section 119.07, F.S.

INCORPORATION, PRECEDENCE, JURISDICTION: This Invitation
for Bid shali be included and incorporated in the final award. The order
of contractual precedence shall be the bid document {original terms
and conditions}, bid response, and purchase order or term contract
order. Any and ali legal action necessary to enforce the award or the
resultant contract shall be held in Palm Beach County and the
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coniractual abligations shall be interpreted according to the jaws of
Florida.

LEGAL EXPENSES: The County shall not be liable to a bidder for
any legal fees, court costs, or other legal expenses arising from the
interpretation or enforcement of this contract, or from any other matter
generated by or relating to this contract.

3. BID SUBMISSION

SUBMISSION _OF RESPONSES: All bid responses must be
submitted on the provided Invitation for Bid "Response” Form.
Bid responses on vendor letierhead/quotation forms shall not be
accepted. Responses must be typewritten or written in ink, and
must be signed in ink by an agent of the company having authority to
bind the company or firm. FAILURE TO SIGN THE BID RESPONSE
FORM AT THE INDICATED PLACES SHALL BE CAUSE FOR
REJECTION OF THE BID. Bid responses are t¢ be submitted to the
Palm Beach County Purchasing Department no fater than the time
indicated on the solicitation preamble, and must be submitted in a
sealed envelope or container bearing the bid number for proper
handling.

CERTIFICATIONS, LICENSES AND PERMITS: Unless otherwise
directed in sub-paragraph d. (Local Preference} or the Special
Conditicns of this bid, bidder should inciude with its bid a copy of all
apphcable Certficates of Competency issued by the State of Florida ar
the Paim Beach County Construction Industry Licensing Board in the
name of the bidder shown on the bid response page. It shail alse be
the responsibility of the successful bidder to submit, prior to
commencement of work, a current Local Business Tax Receipt
(Occupational License) for Palm Beach County and all permits
required to complete this contractual service at no additional cost ta
Palm Beach County. A Palm Beach County Local Business Tax
Receipt (Occupational License) is reguired unless specifically
exempted by law. In lieu of a Palm Beach County Local Business Tax
Receipt (Occupational License), the bidder should include the current
Local Business Tax Receipt (Occupational License) issued to the
bidder in the response.

SBE BID DOCUMENT LANGUAGE

Itemn 1 - Policy

It is the policy of the Board of County Commissioners of Palm Beach
County, Florida, that SBE(s) have the maximum practical opportunity
o participate in the competitive pracess of supplying goods, services
and construction 1o the County. To that end. the Board of County
Commissioners adopted a Small Business Ordinance which is codified
in Sections 2-80.21 through 2-80.34 (as amended) of the Paim Beach
County Code, which sets forth the County's requirements for the SBE
program. and is incorporated in this solicitation. Compliance with the
reguirements contained in this section shall result in a bidder being
deemed respansive to SBE requirements. The provisions of this
Ordinance are applicable lo this solicitation, and shall have
precedence over the provisions of this solicitation in the event of a
conflict

Although preferences will not be extended to gertified MAWBES, unless
clherwise provided by law, businesses eligible for certification as an
M/WBE are encouraged 1o maintain their certification in order ta assist
in the tracking of MAWBE availability and awards of contracts to
MAWBEs. Ths information is vital to determining whether race and
gender neutral programs assist MAWBE firms or whether race and
gender preferences are necessary in order to address any continued
discrimination in the market_

tem 2 - SBE Goals

The County has established a minimum goal of 15% SBE participation
for ali County solicitations, inclusive of all allernates and change
orders. This goal is a minimum, and no rounding will be accepted.



ftem 3 - Ranking of Responsive Bidders
Bidders who meet the SBE goal wili be deemed to be responsive to
the SBE requiremant.

a. in evaluating competitive bids or quotes between $1,000 and
one million dellars {$1.0008,000) where the low bidder is non-
responsive lo the SBE requirement, the contract shall be
awarded to the low bidder responsive to the SBE requirement as
long as the bid does not exceed the low bid amount by 10%; or

b. in the evenl there are no bidders responsive to the SBE
requirement, the contract shall be awarded to the bidder with the
greatest SBE participation in excess of seven percent {7%)
participation, as long as the bid does not exceed the low bid
amount by ten percent (10%}.

¢ In evaluatng bids in excess of one million dollars {$1,000,000),
the contract shall be awarded to the low bidder responsive 1o the
SBE requirements provided that such bid does nol exceed the
lowest responsive bid by .more than one hundred thousand
dellars ($100,000) plus three percent (3%) of the total bid in
excess of ene million dollars {$1,000,000);

d. In the event there are no bidders responsive to the SBE goai.
the contract shall be awarded to the bidder with the greatest
SBE participation in excess of seven percent (7%) participation,
provided that such bid does not exceed the lowest respensive
bid by maore than one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000) plus
three percent (3%) of the total bid in excess of one million
doliars {$1,000,000).

Item 4 - Bid Submission Documentation

SBE bidders, bidding as prime contractors, are advised that they must
complete Schedule 1 listing the work to be performed by their own
workforce as well as the work to be performed by any SBE or MAWBE
subcontractor. Failure to include this informatian an Schedule 1 will result in
the participation by the SBE prime bidders own workforce NOT being
counted towards meeting the SBE goal. This requirement applies even if

the SBE contractor intends to perform 100% of the work with their own
workforce.

Bidders are required to submit with their bid the appropriate SBE-M/MWBE
gchedules in order to be deemed responsive to the SBE reguirements.
SBE-MWEBE documentation to be submitted is as follows:

Only Job Order Contracting (JOC) contracts and Task Authorization
for annual contracts may be excluded from this reguirement.}

Schedule{s) 2 - Letter(s) of Intent to Perform as an SBE or M/WEE
Subcontractor

A Schedule Z for each SBE andior M/WBE Subcontractor listed on
Schedule 1 shall be completed and signed by the proposed SBE and/or
M/WBE Subcontractor. Subcontractors shall specify the type of work to be
performed, the cost or percentage shall also be specified. Additional sheets
may be used as needed. In fieu of a Schedule 2, a delailed responsive
proposal may be acceptable.

Itern 5 - SBE Certification

Only those firms cerlified by Palm Beach County at the time of bid cpening
shall be counted toward the established SBE goals. Upan receipt of a
complete apptlication, IT TAKES UP TO NINETY (90) DAYS TO BECOME
CERTIFIED AS AN SBE WITH PALM BEACH COUNTY. It is the
responsibility of the bidder to confirm the certification of any proposed SBE;
therefore, it is recommended that bidders visit the on-line Vendar Directory
al www.pbcgov.org/osba o verify SBE certification.

Item € - Counting SBE Participation {and M/WBE Participation for
Tracking Purposes)

a. Once a firm is determined to be an eligible SBE according to the
Palm Beach County cerification procedures, the County or the
Prime may count toward its SBE goals only that portion of the
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total dollar value of a contract perormed by the SBE. Prior to
issue, total dollar value of a cantract will be determined by the
FBC user department by defining factors 1o be considered as
value. Total dollar value of retail contracts shall be determined by
Gross Receipts.

b, The County may count toward its SBE goals the total value of a
contract awarded to an eligible SBE firm that subsequently is
decertified or whose certification has expired after a contract
award date or during the performance of the contract.

¢.  The Counly or Prime may count toward its SBE goai a portion of
the total doliar value of a contract with a joint venture, eligible
under the standards for certification, equal to the percentage of
the ownership and control of the SBE partner in the joint venture.

d. The County or Prime may count toward its SBE goal the entire
expenditures for malerials and equipment purchased by an SBE
subcontractor, provided that the SBE subcontractor has the
responsibility for the installation of the purchased matetials anc
equipment,

e.  The County or Prime may count the entire expenditure to an SBE
manufacturer (i.e.. a supplier/distributor that produces goods from
raw malenals or substantially alters the goods before resale).

f. The Ceunty or Prime may count sixty percent {60%) of its
expenditure to SBE suppliers/distributors  that are not
manufacturers.

9. The County or Prime may count loward its SBE goal second and
third fiered SBE subcontractors; provided that the Prime submits
a completed Schedule 2 form for each SBE subcontractor.

h. The County or Prime may only count toward its SBE goal the
goods and services in which the SBE is certified.

ltem 7 - Responsibilities After Contract Award

Schedule 3 — SBE-M/WBE Activity Form

This form shall be submitted by the prnime cantractor with each
payment application when SBE and/or M/MWBE subcontractors are
utilized in the performance of the contract This form shall contain the
names of all SBE and M/WBE subcontractors, specify the
subcontracted dollar amount for each subcontractor and show amount
drawn and payments to date issued 1o subcontractors. This form is
intended to be utilized on all non-professional services contracts.

Schedule 4 - SBE-M/WBE Payment Certification

A schedule 4 for each SBE and/or MAWBE sub shail be completed and
signed by the proposed SBE andior M/WBE after receipt of payment
from the prime. When applicabie. the prime shail submit this form with
each application submitted to the county for payment to document
payment issued to a sub in the perfarmance of the contract.

All bidders hereby assure that they will meet the SBE padicipation
perceniages submitted in their respective bids with the subcontractors
contained on Schedules 1 and 2 and at the dollar values specified.
Bidders agree to provide any additional information requested by the
County to substantiate participation.

The successful bidder shall submit an SBE-M/WBE Activity Farm
(Schedule 3) and SBE-M/WEE Payment Certification Forms (Schedule
4} with each payment application. Failure to provide these forms may
result in a delay in processing payment or disapprovai of the invoice
until they are submitted. The SBE-M/WBE Activity Form is to be filled
out by the Prime Contractor and the SBE-M/MWBE Payment
Certification Forms are 16 be executed by the SBE or M/WBE firm tc
verify receipt of payment.

Item 8 - SBE Substitutions

After cantract award, the successful bidder will only be permitted to
replace a cedtified SBE subcontractor who is unwilling or unable to
parform. Such substitution must be done with other certified SBE's in
order to maintain the SBE percentages submitted with the bid.
Requests for subslitutions must be submitted to the user Department
and CSBA.




LOCAL PREFERENCE ORDINANCE: In accordance with the Palm
Beach County Local Preference Ordinance. a preference wilt be given
to (1} midders having a permanent place of business in Palm Beach
County; {2) bidders having a permanent place of business in the
Glades that are abie to provide the goods or services within the
Glades

a. Glades Local Preference: Pursuant to the Palm Beach County
Local Preference Crdinance, a 5% Glades Local Preference is
given when a Glades Business offers to provide the goods or
services that will be procured for use in the Glades. If the lowest
respansive, respansible bidder is a lecal, non-local, ar regicnal
business. all bids received from responsive, responsible Glades
businesses will be decreased by 5%. The original bid amaunt is
not changed: the 5% decrease is caleulated only for the purposes
of delermining local preference.

b.  Local Preference: Pursuant to the Palm Beach County Local
Preference Ordinance, a 5% Local Preference is given tc bidders
having a permanent place of business in Paim Beach County. If
the lowest responsive, responsible bidder is a non-local or
regional business, all bids received from responsive, responsibie
local businesses will be decreased by 5%. The original bid
amount is not changed; the 5% decrease is calculated only for
the purposes of determining local preference.

c. To receive either a Glades lLocal Preference or a Local
Preference, a bidder must have a permanent place of business in
existence prior to the County’s issuance of this Notice of
Soticitation/Invitation for Bid. A permanent place of business
means that the bidder's headquaners is lccated in Paim Beach
County or in the Glades, as applicable; or, the bidder has a
permanent office or other site in Palm Beach County or in the
Glades, as applicable, where the bidder will produce a substantial
porticn of the goods or services to be purchased. A valid
Business Tax Receipt issued by the Palm Beach County Tax
Callector is reguired, unless the bidder s exempt from the
business tax receipt requirement by law, and will be used to verify
that the bidder had a permanent ptace of business prior to the
issuance of this Notice of Solicitation/Invitation for Bid. Please
note that in arder o recerve a local preference, the bidders name
and Palm Beach County address listed on the business tax
receipt must be the same bidders name and Palm Beach County
address that is included in the bid submitted by the bidder to the
County and that the attached "Certification of Business Location”
and Business Tax Receipt must accompany the bid at the time of
bid submission. Failure to submit this information will cause the
bidder to not receive a lecal preference. Palm Beach County may
require a bidder to provide additional information for ctarification
purposes at any time prior to the award of the contract.”

responsive.

PRICING:
